ANTI-BULLYING POLICY

Thrybergh Comprehensive School operates a policy of zero tolerance to anti-social behaviour because we believe:

· Pupils have the right to enjoy their education free from intimidation.

· Thrybergh Comprehensive School will not tolerate any unkind actions or remarks; even if they were not intended to hurt.

· Pupils should tell their friends, Subject Teacher, Form Tutor, Student Manager, Head of Year and Parents.

· Thrybergh Comprehensive School is a telling school – bullying is too important not to report.

· Any unkind action or comment will be called bullying.

· Pupils should support each other by reporting all instances of bullying.

· Bullying will be dealt with seriously.

Where allegations of bullying are reported the following will occur:-

1. A letter will be sent home outlining the nature of the allegation and parents will be asked to contact school to speak to a named member of staff.

2. Allegations and incidents of bullying will be investigated and statements taken from students and witnesses.

Where an incident of bullying is proven, this will result in 
fixed term exclusion.

3. Should the identified bully persist in their anti-social behaviour, this will result in a longer term exclusion.


At this point the child and their parents will appear before 
the School’s Pupil Welfare & Discipline Committee 
(Governors) who will consider the long term future of the 
child at the school.
