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Curriculum Intent

The MFL curriculum is designed to empower students to draw maximum cultural, personal
and economic benefit from the role of global citizenship. Through the promotion of oracy,
expansion of vocabulary and literacy we seek to enable students to communicate confidently
and without barriers in a wide range of social settings and media. In KS3 we believe that

our curriculum and enrichment content goes far beyond the requirements of the National
Curriculum allowing for a seamless transition on their GCSE course once they are in Y10. | -

. In order to do this the MFL curriculum is sequenced to allow knowledge and skills to develop
simultaneously and progressively. By revisiting and enhancing key language skills in different
settings students develop their ability to recall, analyse and evaluate usage and at the same
time build independence and resilience.

We have a duty to ensure our students understand and engage with other cultures and
- traditions in a respectful and inquisitive manner which will allow them to become more
open-minded, empathetic and adaptable to new experiences in the future at home or
abroad. Ultimately, we aim to foster in our students a love of languages by nurturing a
linguistic curiosity, their self-efficacy and an intrinsic motivation to explore and respect other
languages, cultures and people.

Year 11 Curriculum

In Year 11, students cover a wide range of content linked to the GCSE specification, we

study the Edexcel Exam board specification. We have cycles of different topics which are
simultaneously designed to revisit previous learning and build new language acquisition. This
enables students to consistently build on previous skills and commit vocabulary to longer term
memory.

The topics covered in Year 11 encourage students to strategically revisit and recall prior
learning and to further embed vital GCSE vocabulary. All topics have been specifically
constructed to give an array of opportunities to develop listening, reading, speaking and
writing skills, all with the aim to help students succeed in their final GCSE examinations.

In Year 11, students complete mock exams to ensure they are prepared for their final GCSE
examinations.

Assessment Points &

In Year 11, students are assessed each half-term in class, on a range of listening, reading,
speaking or writing skills. Students also take Mock Examinations in listening, reading, speaking
and writing to prepare for their final GCSE examinations.
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Interactive Homework/Quizzes
Study Guides and Videos
Independent Study

All of the topics we cover in MFL have sentence builders
which contain all the vocabulary students need to succeed
in their language lessons. The sentence builder shows
students how to link words into sentences with the added
support of English translations. These resources, along with
the languagenut website are essential tools that students
can use to supplement their language learning and aid

revision.

All students also have a Go to Verb phrases booklet / sheet
which includes a grade 9 section. This booklet was made to
support students with more generalised vocabulary that

can be included in any topic.

Finally, Y11 students also have “Exam Launch” guides for the
main type of exam questions which act as a step by step
skill based guide on how to succeed for that particular exam

question. This together with the sentence builders mean

students have access to the full content and skill range of

the Edexcel specification. These are a great revision tool for

Mocks and more importantly at this stage the final exams.
