


Curriculum Intent

A high-quality Physical Education curriculum inspires all students
to participate in a broad and balanced curriculum.

It should provide opportunities for students to become physically
confident in a way which supports their health and fitness.

Opportunities to compete in sport and other activities, build
character and help to embed values such as fairness and
respect. We also aim to develop the social and emotional well-
being of our students.

Year 8 Curriculum

Our Physical Education curriculum includes invasion games,
striking and fielding games, net/wall games, athletics and
healthy lifestyles which provides students with a well-rounded
education that promotes physical activity and encourages
lifelong fitness habits.

In addition to these traditional physical activities, the curriculum
also includes inclusive sports such as sitting volleyball, boccia,
goalball and blind football.

In Year 8, students build on their knowledge of the basic skills
from the previous year and start linking these together to show
more fluency in the activity they are performing in. Students also
get further opportunities to participate as leaders and officials.

Students in Year 8 build on and embed the physical development
and skills learned in key stages 1 and 2, become more competent,
confident and expert in their techniques, and apply them across
different sports and physical activities.

They should understand what makes a performance effective
and how to apply these principles to their own and others’ work.

They should develop their confidence and interest to get involved
in exercise, sports and activities outside of school and in later
life, and understand and apply the long-term health benefits of
physical activity.
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Assessment Points &

In Year 8, students are assessed against the Entry, Expected and Greater Depth ‘I can’
statements. Students get the opportunity mid-term to peer assess each other and
identify a weakness that they would like to improve in the last week of the activity
block. They are assessed on knowledge, application, leadership and officiating.
